2) Total cost of the trip is listed below. You’ll need to bring extra money for meals during travel times, activities, and any
souvenirs.

3) A COMPLETED team member application must be turned in by Sunday, February 19 with a non-refundable/non-
transferable deposit of $65. The remaining balance is due Wednesday, March 7. An incomplete or late application will
not be accepted - you WILL NOT go on the trip. You can arrange a payment plan - see the church office for details.

4) Attend a Spring Break Mission Trip interview ON TIME... if you miss your interview, you will need to re-schedule
following the completion of the remaining interviews. See interview sign-up for dates and times.

5) Turnin an application ASAP! Turning in an application DOES NOT guarantee a spot on the trip. This trip is for
students in grades 6 - 12. There are 15 TOTAL spots for this trip. More spots may become available.

6) You are REQUIRED to attend church and Sunday School consistently and be involved in some type of church
ministry beyond regularly scheduled service times.
